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FINANCE DIVISION      March 20, 2010 Board Meeting              Division Work Session Report 
 

At the Finance Division Work Session at the March 20th, 2010 Board Meeting, the following were addressed: 
 

All Committee Task Timelines were reviewed.  Goals met were acknowledged and missed deadlines / tasks reset based on completion of activities. 
 

The following specific items were addressed in Committee Work Sessions: 
 

Scholarships:  Applications for the Scholarship are being reviewed and the committee will decide winners by April 1st so they can be notified by May 1st.  Two 
scholarships of $500 each will be awarded.  For next years application process, it was asked that the committee look at the timeline for submissions – if March 
is kept as the deadline, then publicize better or move deadline back to May.  Also, it was asked that the committee look at establishing a more specific proc-
ess / policy for determining the amounts of scholarships and procedures for raising funds (i.e. possibly all funds from silent auction will go to scholarship in 
addition to or instead of % of patron donations).  These will be addressed and recommendations made at July Board meeting for implementation next year. 
 

Grants:  Grant applications are being submitted and new possible grant sources being investigated.  All Board Members and Regional Reps are reminded to 
complete and submit In-Kind forms (Pink Forms) as soon and often as possible (submit to John or Eleanor who will pass on to Christi).  These are an impor-
tant part of the Grant Application Documentation and completing these is an area that needs to be done more timely and diligently. 
 

Item(s) to be raffled will be determined and announced Raffles (50-50 / Other):  There will be a number of 50/50 raffles performed at State Conference.  The 
exact times and number of the drawings will be pre-determined and publicized.  A Big Ticket raffle is also being setup.  The at May Board Meeting.  Tickets 
for this will be sold at Regional's and State Conference and drawn at Conference.  Possibly having a raffle of a few niche items related to conference theme is 
also being investigated. 
 

Silent Auction / Basket Raffle:  There will be both a Silent Auction and a Basket Raffle at State Conference.  Items donated for these will be designated to 
specific area (Silent or Basket) based on appropriateness of the item.  Depending on items donated, a live auction may also be performed.  Plans for solicita-
tion of items to be finalized at May Board Meeting. 
 

Sales / Logo:  Items for sale are being investigated.  These include OCTA logo items, State Conference themed items and various others (jewelry / theatre-arts 
themed items / etc).  A sample of some items will be test marketed / sold at regional's to determine feasibility for sale at State.  
 

Patron:  Historical data is being gathered / organized to aid in deciding a method of recognizing continuing patrons and also identifying patron donation 
trends.  Various patron perks are being investigated for this year to aid in rekindling donations or stimulating new and to recognize our contributors. There will 
be a Reserved Seating Area for Patrons for the excerpts at state conference.  Also, patron donations at Regional's will be visually publicized / recognized as 
they are made at the regional's.  This  recognition will be carried over to state so as to acknowledge them – process of recognition (names posted / tracked etc) 
is being determined – to be finalized at May Board meeting.  

LIBRARIAN’S CORNER—Aara Chapman 
 

Wow, the OCTA Script Library has been very busy!  We have had several first time users and returnees as well.  This service is one of the most  beneficial to 
our member theaters in allowing them to borrow up to 15 scripts for 2 months with the only cost being a $20, refundable deposit.  Monette Garn of Playmak-
ers Civic Theatre said, “borrowing from OCTA has helped us financially.  We can use all the help we can”.  Rising costs are effecting us and this service is an 
easy way to cut the cost of buying perusal scripts for your theater.   
 

Many saw “Momma’s Boys” written by our own Stephen Froelich at the Northwest Regional.  A drama about the ghosts of Ohio’s eight presidents, the play 
depicts a monthly meeting in Heaven where the eight Chief Executives discuss politics and their individual places in history.  It presents both a historical per-
spective of the eight men who served their country and a reflective look at who these men were personally and philosophically. 
 

After several requests, I approached Stephen about placing a copy in the library.  He was honored that we asked.  Both copies are currently out on loan, but if 
your theater would like to be placed on a wait list, just send in a library request form and I will notify you when a copy has been returned.  The request form 
can be found on our web page www.ohiocommunitytheatre.org.    
 

Ben Finn, an award winning New York playwright, has donated 5 of his musical scripts complete with CD’s.  Author of 8 full-length musicals, along with 12 
one-act children’s musicals.  His musicals have had an extensive track record—48 productions– in New York, New Jersey, Maine, Pennsylvania, Georgia, 
North Carolina, Utah, Oregon and Canada, as well as 2 TV productions on  NBC.  The donated works include: The Rabbi’s Wife, A Glimpse of Light, New-
born Day, My Child (based upon the life of Phillis Wheatley), and A Lady Named Jo (based upon Little Women).  Some of the arrangements for A Lady 
Named Jo were created by the late great Wally Harper, musical director for 6 Broadway musicals, but perhaps better known as the arranger/accompanist for 
the concert performances and recordings of Barbara Cook.

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***** OCTA BENEFITS ***** 

A sometimes overlooked benefit of OCTA membership is the opportunity to share solutions to common problems among the 
more than 100 member theatres.  Here's one OCTA success story. 
 
About six years ago, someone broke into the theater and stole some of our power tools.  A couple of years later, during a set 
building session one of us (carrying something across the stage) tripped over another of us (lying on the stage putting black paint 
on the legs of a platform), and both parties were injured and had medical expenses.  Fortunately, we have insurance.  Our inland 
marine policy helped cover the property loss, and our general liability policy covered the medical expenses. 
 
Despite the good service on paying claims, I always suspected that the $750 annual premium we were paying for the insurance 
was inappropriately high.  When I talked with our agent, he explained that much of the high cost was the result of the way in 
which the insurance carrier assessed the risk for our liability coverage.  This is done by matching the customer with one of a set 
of standard descriptions of types of enterprises.  We had been classified as "THEATRICAL COMPANIES - TRAVELING"! 
 
"But," I protested, "we aren't a traveling theater company.  We perform all of our shows (except occasional excerpts for OCTA 
meetings) in the same theater.  We don't own or operate any vehicles.  We don't have any paid drivers or any other kinds of em-
ployees.  We're all volunteers."  The insurance agent apologized but told me that THEATRICAL COMPANIES - TRAVELING was 
the closest description the company could find to describe us for risk purposes. 
 
Frustrated by this situation, I asked a couple of the OCTA state officers, "What do the other member theatres do about insur-
ance?  There must be a better solution."  The reply was, "Most people in the state that I know go to Westfield Insurance." 
 
I contacted our local Westfield agent.  Westfield would classify us as "THEATERS - NOT-FOR-PROFIT ONLY" and would pro-
vide our insurance coverage's for only $500!  When the old agent confirmed that he was unable to match this, we switched insur-
ance companies and are now saving $250 per year. 
 
The chance to share practical knowledge with other people who are passionate about community theater is one of the top bene-
fits of OCTA membership, along with access to responders, the state conference, regional festivals, the speakers bureau, work-
shops, lending library of scripts, the Cuelines newsletter, and scholarships.

 NORTHEAST SPOTLIGHT 
 
 

Do you need to get away?  Why not travel to the far reaching corner of Ohio where W. Va. and PA. all come together on the Ohio 
River and by the way, Calcutta is there too.  Not the one you are thinking of, but a small town nestled along the river just a short 
trip down the hard road from E. Liverpool and Wellsville.  In the summertime this is a lovely drive and at the end of your adven-
ture, you will come to Wellsville where the small community theatre POTTER PLAYERS make their home. 
��
POTTER began their theatre life in 1991 under the name of the Ohio River Arts Guild, and a nice group of people interested in 
theatre got together and started making plans.  In 1993 they reorganized (Potter Players) and began producing theatre in the 
East Liverpool School.  In 1994 special arrangements were made with Luzerne Company and POTTER moved into a storefront 
in Ogilvie Square, East.  Beginning to feel as if they were "the theatre in a box" they moved again in 1998 to Market St (still in 
East Liverpool).  For 10 years they saved every penny from every production they did (3 per year) and purchased a small church 
in downtown Wellsville in 2008. 
��
In 2005 POTTER was blessed with a donation from the Liberty Theatre Association when the LTA deeded their building to POT-
TER PLAYERS.  What a wonderful thing to happen...any theatre would love to have that kind of support for what they 
do......Unfortunately, the building is a shell, and requires millions of dollars of renovation, but POTTER is being patient, and ex-
tremely grateful for this gift. 
��
Needless to say they are constantly trying to raise money for a building fund, for both their Church Building on 17th Street, and 
the Liberty Theatre Association.  They would LOVE to have help in finding grants to move this project along, and to help them 
find cold, hard, cash as well, but for now, they are happy as clams in their warm, friendly, and inviting little church on 17th 
Street.
