This job description courtesy of Lori Demres, current AD and person still in need of a 

stage manager for the Iliad.  See? Now you know, the job's not so hard.  So contact her 

if you're interested in being the stage manager.  NOW! 

 

Stage Manager duties * 

 

Keep track of actors/crew 

 

Inform actors/crew of how much time until showtime before show and after 

intermission at intervals 

 

Cue lights and sound (if requested/necessary) 

 

Pull curtains for opening, intermission and closing (if requested/necessary) 

 

Make sure dehumidifier is turned off before show and on after show 

 

Make sure phone ringer is turned off 15 minutes before show time (sound 

person should also be double checking this as well) 

 

Follow along with play as its going on in case of crucial jumps or missed 

cues, etc. (and rectify situation, if possible, i.e. actor misses cue to be on 

stage) 

 

Be at theatre at least an hour before the show 

 

Make list of actors/crew to sign-in (if assistant director does not) 

 

Assist with dressing actors, props or any other aspect of play, if possible, to 

keep things moving along smoothly 

 

Liaison with house manager to know when to begin show and to begin 

again after intermission. 

 

  

* This job varies from play to play – pay attention during Tech Sunday to 

find out what you’re needed to do and communicate with director/assistant 

director to see what is expected of you as the stage manager

Each theater will accumulate 

points, starting back on October 1, 2009 through  July 1, 2010.  The winning theater will receive one full paid registration to State 

Conference in Perrysburg plus a first place certificate. The second place winner will receive a half paid registration to State Conference 

plus a second place certificate. The third place winner will receive a quarter paid registration to State Conference plus a third place 

certificate. It is up to the theater which individual they give the registration to. Each theater delegate should keep a tally of the points
